Book Reviews of Hong Kong Media Law
In May 2007, Hong Kong Media Law: A Guide for Journalists and Media Professionals was published by Hong Kong University Press.  To date, author is aware of 11 book reviews in academic and professional journals that have been published or are scheduled for publication. They include:
